Programs

Both MBA program and MPA program require a two-year full-time study. All courses are taught in
English.All students enrolled in MBA or MPA program are required to fulfill the credit requirements and
pass the thesis defense to graduate. Graduates will earn a degree of Master of Business Administration or
Master of Public Administration issued by Beijing Normal University.

MBA Program

Scholarships

Eligibility Requirements
1. Applicants should be non-Chinese citizens holding a foreign passport and under 50 years old.

2. Applicants should have a bachelor’s degree or above. Working experience (including internship) is

required. One year or longer of working experience is preferred.

3. Applicants should demonstrate an adequate level of proficiency in English. Non-native English
speakers should provide a certificate issued by school attended to prove the medium of instruction was
English or TOEFL 90 or IELTS 6.0.
